We saw a small wave in the lllinois municipal elections, but it is becoming
a tsunami. Democrats have stood their ground in New Jersey and Virginia.
For the first time in 25 years voters in the brightest of red Republicans states, Alabama, have elected a Democrat to
the U.S. Senate.

The IDCCA has been building this year as we prepare for the 2018 elections. This past May, we partnered with the
National Democratic Training Committee to host our first ever Candidate Boot Camp that trained over 70 individuals
to run for office. We hosted 20 Precinct Committeeperson and Votebuilder trainings, and we sponsored 3 of
Congresswoman Cheri Bustos' Build the Bench candidate training programs.

Our Annual County Chairs Brunch was a huge success. It was the largest Democratic event in lllinois since the 1996
Democratic National Convention in Chicago. Over 1,800 people attended our County Chairs Brunch on Democratic
Day for the Illinois State Fair. We exceed all of our expectations by raising over $255,000 for this event. It was a sight
to see so many Democrats in one place at one time, all of them fired up and ready to go!

The IDCCA recognizes the need for the Democratic Party to foster a culture of trust and respect for all individuals.
That is why | have called for the creation of a Sexual Harassment Task Force to review IDCCA policies and make
recommendations to our General Membership. The Sexual Harassment Task Force will also be responsible for
developing a Vision Statement for the IDCCA and assisting with recruiting women to run for office.

We honored four leaders with the Democratic Party Builder Award. These individuals have worked tirelessly, and
often thanklessly, to help build our Party and get Democrats elected. We wanted to honor their contributions to the
Democratic Party and say thank you. It was our pleasure to recognize Hon. Clem Balanoff, Kevin Conlon, State Central
Committeewoman Lauren Beth Gash (IL 10th) and State Central Committeeman Bill Houlihan (IL 18th).
